


 Division and Multiplication Problem Solving
	Using recyclables create your own miniature city that lies along the Texas coastline.  Design your city in a way that could be protected by Texas weather conditions along the coast, such as hurricanes.  Use grid paper as the underlying base of your city.  Calculate the total area of your city using multiplication arrays.
	The answer is 1,064.  Create five different equations using multiple operations that will give you this final answer!
	Aliens from another galaxy just landed on planet Earth, and they have issued a challenge for you!  Create an instructional video using Photo story or Moviemaker explaining how to multiply and divide.  Be sure to speak in the universal language of mathematics (factors, products, dividends, divisors, quotients) in order to save our planet from the alien attack!

	Place the digits 9, 4, 7, 6, 5, 1, in the boxes in order to get the largest result.

	If you begin with a one digit integer, multiply by 3, add 8, divide by 2 and subtract 6, you will get the integer back.
Find the number.

	Identify sets of division and multiplication fact families.  Using Microsoft Paint, create portraits of these fact families.  Import your artwork into Photo story to construct an Art Gallery of Mathematics.

	Do you really need to know how to multiply and divide large numbers on your own when you could just use a calculator?  The Mathematics Council is discussing this very topic.  Write a persuasive letter to convince the council that it is important for fourth graders to learn how to multiply and divide large numbers without the use of calculators.
	The Riddler has left a clue for Batman to follow at the scene of each crime.  These are the clues that Batman has found:

-There is a 1 in the thousands place.

-The digit in the tens place is 9 times the digit in the thousands place.

-Multiply the digit in the thousands place by 2.

-The digit in the ones place is a hand without a thumb.

-The digit in the hundreds is 2 less than the number in the tens place.
